NYC Musical Saw Festival

Marvel as 46 virtuosos make music on carpenter’s
handsaws at the seventh annual NYC Musical Saw
Festival. The art form began as a folk tradition nearly
300 years ago; today, you can listen to four world
premieres of music composed for the instrument,
and witness the players attempt to break the
Guinness World Record for the Largest Musical Saw
Ensemble. “It’s not an art form your mother would
send you to school for,” says festival founder
Natalia “Saw Lady” Paruz. But the musical saw
sounds nothing like chopping wood. “It’s more like
a soprano singing without words.” Trinity Church,
