 Home to both Guinness 
and Jameson, the Irish 
capital’s pub culture makes 
it the perfect backdrop for 
a suds-soaked celebration 
of St. Patrick’s Day, but it’s 
fun all year round. 

A DAY ON THE TOWN
Old Jameson

The Chimney

a part of the facility, it 
now serves as a separate 
observation tower, provid-
ing 360-degree views of 
historic North Dublin from 
a two-tiered glass-enclosed 
platform 185 feet up.

At The Gravity Bar, enjoy 
panoramic city views and 
a complimentary beer.
